One of my favorite things to do, besides working as a paralegal, is to give back to my community. I have always 

had a soft heart for those less fortunate, less able, whatever the case may be. There are plenty of people who 

could use a helping hand. Coming from a single parent home, I know what it feels like to struggle and go without.

2008 when my boss challenged our entire firm to ñgive backò I knew exactly what I was to do. With the economy 

being in a slump, I knew the only way I could serve my community was by giving my time.

I have family members who 

come here for vacation and I take them with me to the food bank or the homeless shelter and each and every time 

they walk away feeling good and wanting to get involved in their own communities. My mother and cousin 

walked with me on motherôs day weekend in the Great Strides Walk for CF, my sister (pictured with me above) 

has helped with the food bank. It is addicting. I challenge you to become involved. Find the place where you can 

use your talents to help. Do not sit on the sidelines yelling when you could be on the field making things happen.
